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AUDIT FINDINGS

Audit Narrative
The auditor arrived at the Marion Correctional Institution on Wednesday, December 11, 2019 at 9:00
a.m. An entrance meeting was held with the following present: Warden Shannon Varnes, Assistant
Warden for Programs/PREA Coordinator Cynthia Davis, Sergeant/PREA Auxiliary Daniel Rivero, Colonel
Steven Micklos, Correctional Officer Amy Grayford, and CSC Kellie Eberlein.

During the first day at Marion C.I. the attendees of the entrance meeting plus Lt. Santiago did a walk-
through of the Main Unit. The remainder of the day included interviews with inmates and staff.

On Thursday, December 12, 2019, a walk-through of the Work Camp occurred. Those in attendance
were Assistant Warden Davis, Major Ronald Bradshaw, Lt. Robert Swengal, Sgt. Daniel Rivero and CSC
Kellie Eberlein. followed by interviews with inmate and staff. After completion of the interviews a facility
review of the Re-Entry Center of Ocala (RECO) occurred with the Director of the Facility, Assistant
Warden Davis, Sergeant Rivero, Major Bradshaw and CSC Eberlein. 

On the third day of the audit, the auditor completed the final interviews and reviewed files. This was
followed by the exit interview. Those present were Warden Varnes, Asst. Warden Davis, Colonel Micklos,
Sgt. Rivero and CSC Kellie Eberlein.

Pre-Audit Activities
Notice of PREA Audit:
The notice of the upcoming PREA audit was forwarded on September 23, 2019 to the facility to be posted
at least six weeks prior to the on-site audit. This notification was provided in both an English and Spanish
version. The facility was asked to post the notices in areas where it would be visible to staff, inmates,
contractors, volunteers and visitors. The purpose of the Notice is to allow any individual, including a third
party, with a PREA concern or issue, to include an allegation of sexual abuse or sexual harassment, to
correspond confidentially with the PREA Auditor. 

The auditor did not receive correspondence as a result of the Audit Notification. 

Posters and audit announcement were viewed while the auditor was on site.
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Outreach to Outside Advocates:
The Florida utilizes a Sexual Abuse Response Team (SART) when there is an allegation of sexual abuse
that indicates physical evidence may be available. The Team is contacted, and a trained team member is
sent to the facility.

A telephone call with Dr. Sheffield indicated that team members will arrive at the facility within four (4)
hours of notification. The entire SART team is made up of six (6) nurses and the Medical Director (Dr.
Sheffield). The only area of the state that is not covered by SART is Miami. The Dr. shared that she has
one (1) nurse who has completed SAFE/SANE training (certified) and two (2) who are ready to test. She
further stated that the state does not required SAFE/SANE certification, however, must be trained to
complete the forensic examination.

The process for the team after arriving at the facility is to complete the forensic exam and make follow-up
recommendations. The offender is offered an advocate to be present during the examination and/or to
be available after. If the team recommends medication, staying in the infirmary, or any other item. The
facility physician is notified and will complete the required ‘order’. At the completion of the team’s
recommendation, the team is no longer involved unless they receive a court subpoena. Dr. Sheffield
stated that they have been ordered to court one (1) time, several years ago. 

The auditor also contacted Maureen Quinlan, Director of the Ocala Rape Crisis Center. She reports that
she has not received any advocacy requests from the facility within the last year. Recently, there was a
request from the PREA Coordinator for fingerprinting. She stated that she and another advocate
completed that task. 

If a request for an advocate is forwarded to their Center, all services would be free of charge. 

On-Site Audit Activities

Selection of Staff and Residents for interviews:
The Marion C.I. provided a list of staff and inmates to the auditor. Inmates were randomly chosen for the
interviews by the auditor. Staff were selected by position.

*The facility does not house inmates younger than the age of eighteen (18). There were no inmates
available that had physical disabilities, were Transgender or Intersex, at high risk for victimization or had
reported sexual abuse.

Facility Staffing Plan Annual Review:
Facility staffing patterns are decided within their Central Office. This facility has been designated as an
‘incentivized’ prison. With this ‘title’, nine (9) additional positions have been added. 

Shift Reports Documenting Unannounced PREA Rounds:
Supervisors sign the officers log within the housing units. The logs are daily removed from the units and
placed within the Colonel’s office for review. Logs were reviewed by the auditor. 

Certificates of Training 
The OIG investigator assigned to this facility has completed the Moss Group training for Trainers. 

Victimization / Aggressor Assessments/Reassessments: (25)
The auditor reviewed documentation of the inmate assessments and reassessments. Of the twenty-five
(25) forms, only one reassessment was late. 
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Incident Reports/Investigations:
Four Investigation files were reviewed. One (1) investigation is still open by the Office of Inspector
General. The remainder were not substantiated. 

Notifications to Inmates:
The Office of the Inspector General provides the results of the investigation to the inmate. Additionally,
inmates can review the findings, comment and sign-off on the form. Copies were reviewed. 

Documents Reviewed: 
The auditor completed a request for thirteen (13) employees, that included date of hire and promotion,
original criminal history background check and last criminal history run. Information was returned that
included ‘Live Scan’. When an employee is hired within this system, fingerprints are taken and forwarded
to the Law Enforcement Center. Daily, as arrests are made and individuals are fingerprinted, if there are
any matches to Corrections employees, the department is notified immediately. Response is then
immediate. 

Coordinated Response Plan:
The institution Response Plan is a formatted list of steps to be taken when there is an allegation of sexual
abuse or sexual harassment. The medical department has a very detailed response plan that is
completed upon each allegation. 
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AUDIT FINDINGS

Facility Characteristics:

Florida Department of Corrections
FDC has one hundred forty three (143) facilities statewide, including fifty (50) major institutions,
seventeen (17) annexes, seven (7) private facilities (contracts for the private facilities are overseen by
the Florida Department of Management Services), thirty (34) work camps, three (3) re-entry centers, two
(2) road prisons, one (1) forestry camp, one (1) basic training camp, twelve (12) FDC operated work
release centers along with sixteen (16) more work release centers operated by various private vendors
(FDC oversees these contracts). Institutions are geographically grouped into four regions. The
Tallahassee Central Office provides support, policy and oversight through the regional directors and their
staff to all the facilities.

These facilities incarcerate felons convicted and sentenced more than a year. These inmates are
transported from a county jail and enter the system through one of four male, or two female reception
centers strategically located throughout the state. Upon arrival at a reception center, an inmate is
processed, tested, evaluated by health services, assessed for program needs, and his/her custody
(security risks) is determined. Custody is determined by reviewing the seriousness of their offenses,
length of sentence, time remaining to serve, prior criminal record, escape history, prison adjustment, and
other factors. The most serious offenders with the longest sentences and those least likely to adjust to
institutional life are placed in more secure facilities. Based on the results of this process the inmate is
then transferred to the appropriate facility.

The Marion Correctional Institution (MCI) is located at 3269 NW 105th Street in Ocala, Florida in Marion
County approximately 40 miles from Gainesville, Florida. MCI was originally established in 1959 as the
Florida Correctional Institution Men’s Unit and affiliated with the Florida Correctional Institution Main Unit,
a female facility. In 1976, MCI became a separate facility to house adult male inmates and assigned the
current facility name. MCI is a Level 4 facility with community, minimum, medium, and close custody
inmates as well as medical grades one through four and psychological grades S-1 to S-3. The facility
provides academic vocational, and self-improvement programs as well as Pride Industries (garment,
corrugated boxes, embroidery and textiles). The Main Unit has a rated capacity of 1324 inmates.
Housing units consist of five open-bay dormitories and two T-style dormitories and is classified as a level
4 facility. There is also a Disciplinary and Administrative Confinement Unit with double bunked cells
housing 103 inmates. 

Marion Correctional Work Camp is a Level 3 facility located adjacent to Marion Correctional Institution. It
was established in 1989 with a maximum population of 280 inmates housed in four open bay dormitories.

The Re-Entry Center of Ocala 
Time for Freedom Inc. was founded in February 1987 as a non-profit organization who provides a faith-
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based outreach. Residents who complete their sentence at the Marion CI may move to RECO while
establishing work and residency within the community. 

Recommendations:
Marion C.I.
A review of the physical structure of the facility showed that the housing units have adequate camera
coverage, however there are numerous locations where cameras and/or mirrors are lacking. The auditor
recommends adding cameras to property, classification/dental/medical, the conference rooms,
barbershop, treatment west (“outback”), kitchen – oven areas, laundry (has two mirrors), classrooms,
education, the wellness building, multi-purpose building and the chaplaincy.

Interviews of inmates showed a balance of requests for additional screens in the shower area and those
who feel that coverage is adequate. However, review of the area did not show a lack of personal
coverage. 

A computer list generated for inmates who reported a prior sexual assault showed none reported.
However, of the forty (40) inmates interviewed five (5) stated that they had been a prior victim of sexual
abuse. All stated that they were referred to Mental Health upon their arrival at Marion. The auditor
suggested that the facility follow-up to determine the ‘disconnect’.

Marion Work Camp
The Work Camp has adequate cameras in the housing areas. It should be noted that these are the only
cameras within the Camp. Cameras should be added throughout the buildings and grounds. 

Re-Entry Center of Ocala
The facility has good camera coverage throughout the two buildings. The large dorm areas have camera
coverage, but there is no smaller bedroom coverage.

Procedure #602.053; Title: Prison Rape: Prevention, Detection and Response
Purpose: To establish zero-tolerance standards for sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual
misconduct, and sexual harassment in institutions and community corrections while protecting
the rights of inmates and offenders, regardless of gender or sexual preference, through
accountability of perpetrators and the punishment of those institutional and community
correctional officials who fail to prevent, detect, and respond to sexual abuse, sexual battery,
and sexual harassment crimes for incarcerated inmates and those offenders under
Departmental jurisdiction. 

To establish and provide implementation of standards for the detection, prevention,
elimination and punishment of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, and
sexual harassment by increasing the availability of data, information, and training on the
incidence of sexual abuse, sexual battery, and sexual harassment, consequently improving
the management and administration of correctional facilities. 

To establish guidelines for proper and immediate reporting of such incidents as well as
providing appropriate safeguards for victims, the management of evidence, and actions to be
taken from reporting an allegation to substantiation of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff
sexual misconduct, and sexual harassment. 

The definitions contained herein are limited to the reporting, training, and investigation of
alleged sexual abuse, sexual battery, sexual harassment, and sexual misconduct made
pursuant to the Prison Rape Elimination Act of 2003. No definition contained herein expands
or provides a cause of action under state or federal law. No definition contained herein applies
to any other procedure or protocol of the Department unless expressly provided for in an
applicable procedure.

Marion C.I. Staffing Plan states the following: 
Shift supervisors are assigned to each institution and are required to conduct daily
unannounced rounds. Further information can be obtained from Procedure 602.030 and Post
Order #3 related to supervisors and rounds. 

Marion C.I. has installed video monitoring technology in order to assist in preventing, detecting
and responding to sexual abuse and sexual harassment allegations. Currently all housing
units are equipped with video monitoring equipment. In addition, cameras have been installed
in Laundry, North and South entrance gates, food service and the staff lobby. These cameras
are monitored by staff and have recording capabilities. The cameras are utilized as a
deterrent and assist in sexual abuse investigations. In 2018, Marion C.I. received PREA Grant
money that was utilized to purchase additional cameras, DVRs, monitors and hardware that
have been used as replacements or to further aide in monitoring of all housing units. 

In developing and reviewing the staffing plan, Marion C.I. considers the following factors: 
1. Generally accepted detention and correctional practices
a. The Department has created posts within the staffing plan in line with correctional practice
across the county. The Department developed the staffing plan based off of direction provided
in the National Institute of Corrections (NIC) and the US Department of Justice’s “Guidelines
for the development of a security program”. The staffing plan for Marion C.I. was created
based on standard staffing and relief factor across the country as it relates to the total inmate
population, the type of inmate population, the required daily activities and the security and
safety of staff, inmates and visitors. 
2. Any judicial findings of inadequacy 
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a. Based on information and belief, within at least the last twenty years, the Department, and
specifically, Marion C.I. has not had any judicial findings of inadequacy. 
3. Any findings of inadequacy from Federal investigative agencies
a. The Department and specifically Marion C.I. has not had any findings of inadequacy from
any 
Federal investigative agency. 
4. Any findings of inadequacy from internal or external oversight bodies 
a. The Department has become involved in an intense effort to analyze current staffing
patterns. The Department has undergone analyses in 2015 regarding staffing and operations.
One analysis was conducted by the National Institute of Corrections (NIC) and another was
completed by the Florida Legislature’s Office of Program Policy Analysis and Government
Accountability (OPPAGA). In January 2016 the Department executed a contract with the
Association of State Correctional Administrators (ASCA) to conduct a comprehensive staffing
analysis. In the reviews by NIC and OPPAGA the Department was found to have inadequate
staffing. The staffing plan itself was not inadequate, however the deployment of staff to fulfill
the needs of the staffing plan was found to be deficient. Due to limited number of staff at
Marion C.I., Level II and Level III posts are left vacant in order to fill all critical Level I posts.
Level I posts are the minimum staffing required for daily operation of a shift and require
limitation of certain activities on the compound. The reviews found that the staffing of only
Level I posts, the number of secondary duties and the number of staff on special assignments
impacted the safety and security of facilities. Recommendations were provided to fill all Level I,
II and III posts and to create posts for specific special assignments. The Department has
requested resources from the legislature to fill all posts at Marion C.I. as well as to modify the
current relief factor and transition from two twelve-hour shifts to three eight hours shifts. The
Department is continuing to review other recommendations by the organizations to improve
staffing at Marion C.I.
b. Internal reviews/mock audits by the PREA office have documented that Marion C.I. has a
PREA compliant staffing plan when Level I, II and III posts are filled, however when only critical
Level I posts are filled the staffing is inadequate for the proper supervision and monitoring to
prevent, detect and respond to sexual abuse and sexual harassment allegations. The
American Correctional Association (ACA) external entity conducted an accreditation audit
during November 2018 and concluded that all staffing was compliant with their standards. 
5. All components of the facility’s physical plant (including blind-spots or areas where staff or
inmates may be isolated) 
a. The post chart (staffing plan) is created by the Bureau of Security Operations and physical
plant is one of the characteristics that was considered during the creation of the plan. Marion
C.I. administrative staff, specifically the Warden, can request for the staffing plan to be
modified based on any physical plant characteristic that may require a supplemental staffing
need. Marion C.I. received PREA Grant money in 2018 and was able to make some physical
plant modifications to the work camp (saloon doors for the bathrooms). Marion C.I. has not
requested modifications to the staffing plan based on physical plant. 
6. The composition of the inmate population
a. The post chart (staffing plan) is created by the Bureau of Security Operations and
composition of inmate population is one of the characteristics that was considered during the
creation of the plan. Marion C.I. consists of a Level 4 Facility with Psyche Grade 3 and below
and thus the staffing plan consists of no specific staff assigned to any post that is a result of
the type of inmate population house at Marion C.I. Marion C.I. has a total of 7 general
population dormitories (A, B, C, D, E, F, G), 2 confinement units (Administrative Confinement
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and Disciplinary Confinement), 1 Infirmary area and 4 general population dorms located at the
Work Camp (M, N, O, P). Marion C.I. does not house any specialized housing (i.e. Death Row,
Close Management, etc.), however, Marion C.I., at the main unit, does have A-dorm housing
only inmates enrolled in the Substance Abuse (ARTC) program, one wing of B-dorm
consisting of impaired inmates (Hearing impaired and/physically impaired/Approximately 20-30
inmates at any given time), C Dorm housing all the new intake inmates as they go through
orientation, D-Dorm housing only “Honor” dorm inmates (specific requirements to qualify for
housing such as Disciplinary Report history, Corrective Consultation history, etc.) and PRIDE
assigned inmates, E-Dorm housing predominantly H04 inmates, F-dorm housing program
specific (Xtreme Solutions) inmates and G-Dorm housing all of the assigned Food Service
inmates. At the Work Camp, M-Dorm houses the inmates involved in the FIDO program where
dogs are raised and cared for. Marion C.I. does not have a posted center tower, however, a
manned “gate house” is located central to the institution where all inmate movement is
regulated 4 through. Marion C.I. houses between 150-200 confirmed Security Threat Group
(STG or “gang affiliated”) inmates at any given time in any of the general population
dormitories. 
7. The number and placement of supervisory staff 
a. The post chart (staffing plan) is created by the Bureau of Security Operations and the
number and placement of supervisory staff is based on numerous factors including the total
inmate population, the composition of the inmate population, physical plant, etc… Marion C.I.
has a total of 15 supervisory staff (7 Lieutenants, 6 Captains, 1 Major and 1 Colonel). Every
assigned Lieutenant and Captain to each shift conducts unannounced rounds of each dorm,
assists with the feeding of each meal, conducts education/vocational rounds and conducts
rounds within the food service area. The assigned shift supervisor of the Main Unit also is
required to conduct rounds of each confinement unit. 
8. Institution programs occurring on a particular shift 
a. The post chart (staffing plan) is created by the Bureau of Security Operations and Marion
C.I. daily activities were one of the factors considered during the creation of the plan. Marion
C.I. is documented with special assignment positions to assist with daily programmatic
activities such as Xtreme Solutions, ARTC, various religious programs, vocational classes and
education classes. All education, religious and Xtreme Solution classes or meetings are held
within the multipurpose building. Vocation classes are held in the vocation building. Security is
assigned to conduct checks between these areas for the duration that inmates are present.
During special events, additional security is assigned to assist with the supervision of the
increased inmate numbers. ARTC is solely housed within A Dorm which has a Level 1
Supervisor post, a Level 2 Supervisor post, three Level 1 Officer posts and two Level 2 Officer
posts. Security conducts their required checks around the clock to include the times when the
ARTC programs are being conducted. 
9. Any applicable State or local laws, regulations or standards 
a. There are no State or local laws, regulations or standards that relate to the Department,
specifically Marion C.I. staffing levels. 
10. The prevalence of substantiated and unsubstantiated incidents of sexual abuse 
a. In 2017, Marion C.I. did not have any substantiated/sustained allegations. Marion C.I. had a
total of thirteen (13) allegations from the Main Unit and the Work Camp combined, but none of
the investigations were completed by the Office of the Inspector General and returned with a
disposition of sustained/substantiated. In 2018, Marion C.I. did not have any
substantiated/sustained allegations. Marion C.I. had a total of eight (8) allegations from the
Main Unit and the Work Camp, but none of the investigations were completed by the Office of
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the Inspector General and returned with a disposition of sustained/substantiated. Of the eight
5 (8), one (1) was Inmate-on-Inmate Sexual Harassment that was found “Unfounded.” Having
no substantiated and unsubstantiated allegations paired with the Sexual Abuse Incident
Review determined no modifications were necessary to the current staffing plan. 
11. Any other relevant factors a. Marion C.I. considers all incidents that occur daily in
determining where staff is assigned and whether to send a request to the Bureau of Security
Operations for a modification to the post chart. Examples of incidents that may be considered
include PREA, inmate-on-inmate assaults, inmate-on-staff assaults and use of force.

Incident Report; Below Level Staffing dated July 31, 2019
This report stated that “due to lack of staff I went below critical staffing for one post (Post
#189) for a period of one hour.” Appropriate signatures were attached. 

Annual PREA Staffing Review dated March 13, 2019

mission was taken into consideration when the post chart was created to ensure the safety
and security of each unit.

(f) Searches of Inmates:

3. Strip searches of inmates will be conducted only by those in the Correctional Officer class of
the same sex as the inmate, except in emergency circumstances as determined by the Shift
Supervisor. 
4. All strip searches of inmates conducted by staff of the opposite gender and clothed
searches of female inmates done in conjunction with section (2)(f)2. Above require the staff
conducting the search to submit an “Incident Report,” DC6-210, explaining the justification for
the search exception. 
5. All searches of inmates will be in accordance with “Contraband and Searches of Inmates,”
Procedure 602.018 and any other applicable authority.

(c) Special-use housing areas including corrections mental health treatment facilities as
defined in section 945.42(8), F.S., crisis stabilization units, transitional care units, isolation
management rooms, and medical infirmaries require additional gender specific assignment
consideration in keeping with any specific conditional requirements for such housing that may
conflict with staff’s ability to effectively address privacy concerns for inmates housed there.
Such requirements include the following: 
1. Inmates are frequently on some type of enhanced supervision ranging from every 30
minutes to constant one-on-one observation. Such observation is required by medical/mental
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health staff and many times involves inmates who either refuse or are incapable of keeping
their genitalia, buttocks, and in the case of females, breasts covered appropriately.

Inmates who identified as gay/bisexual stated that they did not feel scared of shower areas,
however, did choose to shower while others were not using the areas. Also noted in the
interviews with inmates that there was an equal response of those who wanted more screens
in the shower area and those who did not think it was necessary. The auditor did not find the
area to be lacking.

1. the inmate meeting the Department’s requirements for the program or work assignment;
and 
2. the inmate’s ability to perform the essential functions of the program with or without
reasonable accommodation
(b) The Department is required to afford reasonable accommodation to inmates with
documented disabilities to ensure equally effective communication with staff and other
inmates.

The signature/document format for the offender’s acknowledgement of receiving information
on PREA is well laid out. 

My Florida Marketplace; Language Line Services Inc.; Copy of Language Translation Bill
showed a bill dated August 9, 2019 for $2400.00.

The facility reports they have not used inmate interpreters, readers, or inmate assistants
during this audit period. While interviewing those inmates who were LEP, all acknowledged
that they had seen the Spanish PREA posters and knew what PREA was about. (One
interview completed with an interpreter was difficult. The inmate being interviewed was not
able to understand the interpreter. However, when the auditor pointed at a PREA poster, he
was able to shake his head positively.)

At the time of the audit, the facility did not have inmates who met the qualifications of deaf or
hard of hearing, blind or low vision, intellectual/psychiatric or speech difficulties.

(e) The OIC shall ensure that the crime scene is secure and remains undisturbed until
released to a responding Inspector or other law enforcement authority. Procedure 108.015 6 
(f) Each non-OIG Department employee who enters the crime scene shall complete an
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“Incident Report,” DC6-210, prior to the end of her/his shift. 
(g) The OIC shall ensure that the victim inmate is instructed not to wash, bathe, eat, drink,
smoke, brush her/his teeth, use the toilet, or change clothes until authorized by an Inspector
or other law enforcement authority.
(h) No inmate who is suspected of having been involved in a sexual battery or sexual
misconduct shall be permitted or assisted to clean blood, saliva, or other evidence from
her/his person, except as may be necessary for medical purposes. The suspect inmate(s)
shall not be permitted to wash, bathe, eat, drink, smoke, brush her/his teeth, use the toilet, or
change clothes until authorized by an Inspector or other law enforcement authority. 
(i) No crime scene in which evidence exists shall be cleaned, disturbed, transited, or
manipulated in any manner until released by a responding Inspector or other law enforcement
authority. 
(j) The OIC shall ensure the names of all persons responding to the crime scene are recorded
and provided to the responding Inspector or other law enforcement authority. 
(k) Only Department staff authorized by the OIC, or an Inspector or other law enforcement
authority and with a designated and immediate crime scene function may enter the crime
scene. 
(l) The only Non-Department personnel permitted to enter a crime scene involving a sexual
battery or sexual misconduct are those from other sworn law enforcement staff, or law
enforcement support personnel (e.g., forensic officers, firefighters, emergency medical
personnel). 
(m) To the extent possible, the OIC or Incident Commander shall ensure all inmates who
witnessed any sexual battery or sexual misconduct are segregated, unless exigent
circumstances exist that the inmates cannot be segregated. 
(n) No Department employee who has witnessed a sexual battery or sexual misconduct shall
discuss the incident until after having been interviewed by an Inspector or other law
enforcement authority, except as necessary for immediate security measures to be
implemented. 
(o) The OIC shall ensure the name(s) of all known persons that may have witnessed or may
have knowledge of the incident be recorded on a DC6-210. 
(p) Any witness statement, incident report, or supplemental report written regarding the facts
or information surrounding a sexual battery or sexual misconduct shall be written and signed
by the originator and unaltered by any employee. 
(q) Any non-OIG employee who accompanies a victim of a sexual battery or sexual
misconduct during medical transport or other transit and such victim provides information
about the incident or identifies a suspect which contributed to her/his injury shall complete a
DC6- 210.

(s) No suspect should be questioned about any criminal accusation until an Inspector or other
Law Enforcement Officer is present, except as necessary for immediate security concerns to
be dispelled. 
(t) If an inmate in transit or working outside an institution is suspected of being involved in a
sexual abuse, sexual battery, or sexual misconduct, correctional personnel shall secure the
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inmate without delay.
(u) The OIC or Incident Commander shall ensure: 
1. any weapon or evidence suspected of being involved in a sexual battery or sexual
misconduct is preserved,
2. that a “Chain of Custody,” DC1-801 is created and maintained, and
3. the evidence is provided to the responding Inspector or other law enforcement personnel as
soon as possible and with minimal handling so as to preserve any latent or forensic evidence
contained thereon.

(9) INSPECTOR RESPONSIBILITIES: 
(a) The initial Inspector to arrive at the scene of the crime shall be the primary Inspector
unless otherwise designated by the Inspector Supervisor. 
(b) An Inspector investigating a sexual battery or sexual misconduct where physical evidence
may be present shall:

If the inmate has not received notification and the
brochure, prior to any exam or interview, the Inspector will give the inmate one, advise them
appropriately, and document such in the interview; 
7. ensure any staff or non-incarcerated victim is provided the “Sexual Battery” brochure of the
legal rights and remedies available to a victim on the standard form developed and distributed
by the Florida Council Against Sexual Violence in conjunction with the Department of Law
Enforcement and advise that s/he may contact a certified rape crisis center from which the
victim may receive services; Procedure 108.015 9 
8. during the victim review of the final Investigative Report process, ensure the victim, as
applicable, is provided with the appropriate “Notice to Incarcerated Victims,” DC1-832, (to
inmate victim) or the “Victims Rights Brochure,” NI1-039 (to non-inmates);

C. Responsibilities of the Participating Entity 
1. Provide a 24/7 rape crisis hotline, staffed by certified victim advocates; 
2. Provide a mailing address for inmate victims to send correspondence, and provide a
response to correspondence within seven (7) business days; 
3. Provide a certified victim advocate to respond to requests for advocacy accompaniment
during sexual assault forensic exams and investigatory interviews within eight (8) hours of
notification by the Department; 
4. Provide follow-up victim advocate services and crisis intervention to inmate victims of sexual
assault, as resources allow; 
5. Provide the Department with the name of the advocate responding to a forensic exam,
investigatory interview, or individual counseling/advocacy/follow-up session; 
6. Maintain privileged communication with clients, as required by state and federal law and the
Participating Entity’s policies;
7. Terminate the hotline call or individual service session(s) if an inmate’s need for services is
not, or is no longer, primarily motivated by a desire to heal from sexual violence;

8. Provide inmates with referrals for treatment after release or upon transfer to another facility;
9. Provide inmates with information about how to report sexual abuse, including the
correctional institution’s responsibility to investigate each report and to protect inmates and
staff who report from retaliation;

Comments: 
The Office of Inspector General completes all administrative and criminal PREA Investigations.

PREA Sexual Assault Nurse List provides names of individuals who have had a background
check completed by Central Office. They have been approved to enter the listed facilities
related to PREA sexual assault forensic exams. The list was comprised of one (1) individual
approved until 9/30/2019, one (1) approved until 7/31/2019 and fifteen (15) approved until
1/31/2020. It is the SART (Sexual Abuse Response Team) who responds to the facility to
complete forensic exams. (Note the explanation of these Team earlier in the report.) There is
no cost assigned to an inmate for this exam. 

The PREA Brochure includes the Ocala-Marion County Domestic Violence/Sexual Assault
Center address, website, telephone number and toll-free numbers. Discussion with the Ocala
Rape Crisis Center also confirmed that there would be no cost associated for their advocacy. 

Kellie Eberlein of the PREA Office received a certificate from the Attorney General Office for
completing the Victim Services Practitioner Designation, a forty (40) hour training signed
September 28, 2018. The Office of the Attorney General has awarded a Certificate for Victim
Services Practitioner to Judy Cardinez-Harris, 2018 – 2021.

120, and was advised of her/his right to access crisis intervention services, to have a forensic
examination, and to have a victim advocate present during the forensic examination and/or
the investigative interview if s/he chooses to. If the inmate has not received notification and the
brochure, prior to any exam or interview, the Inspector will give the inmate one, advise them
appropriately, and document such in the interview; 
7. ensure any staff or non-incarcerated victim is provided the “Sexual Battery” brochure of the
legal rights and remedies available to a victim on the standard form developed and distributed
by the Florida Council Against Sexual Violence in conjunction with the Department of Law
Enforcement and advise that s/he may contact a certified rape crisis center from which the
victim may receive services;

(4) RESPONSE: 
(a) Institution: Any employee, volunteer, or contractor who observes, has knowledge of, or
receives information, written or verbal (either first hand or from a third party), regarding the
fear of, coercion into, or actual sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, or
sexual harassment will immediately notify the Shift Supervisor, the Chief of Security, the
Warden, or the Office of the Inspector General, who will then take immediate steps to evaluate
the inmate’s concern/allegation. The authority notified will ensure proper medical treatment (if
applicable) and mental health treatment are obtained. An investigation will be initiated in
accordance with “Investigative Process,” Procedure 108.003 and “Sexual Battery, Sexual
Harassment, and Sexual Misconduct Investigations,” Procedure 108.015.

5) POST SEXUAL BATTERY GUIDELINES: The Office of the Inspector General shall conduct
all investigations of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, and sexual
harassment pursuant to section 944.31, F.S., “Investigative Process,” Procedure 108.003, and
“Sexual Battery, Sexual Harassment, and Sexual Misconduct Investigations,” Procedure
108.015. 
(a) If the alleged sexual abuse or sexual battery occurred less than 72 hours prior to the
reporting of the incident, post-sexual battery guidelines should be implemented immediately in
an effort to Procedure 602.053 13 preserve and collect evidence, including immediate
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notification to the Office of the Inspector General. 
(b) If the alleged sexual abuse or sexual battery occurred more than 72 hours prior to the
reporting of the incident, the Office of the Inspector General will be notified and will determine
if physical evidence is likely to exist and whether it can be collected through a forensic
examination before activating SART. 
(c) Staff from the Office of the Inspector General will collect evidence as appropriate and if
possible, SART will collect the clothing the inmate was wearing at the time of the alleged
sexual abuse or sexual battery. (d) Neither the alleged victim nor abuser shall be allowed to
shower or wash in any manner, until s/he is authorized to do so by the responding Inspector.
(e) In accordance with “Post-Sexual Battery Medical Action,” Health Services Bulletin 15.03.36,
no attempt will be made by medical staff to clean or treat the inmate unless the injuries are
such that not treating them would cause deterioration of the inmate’s medical condition. 
(f) If injuries do not necessitate immediate outside medical attention, staff from the Office of
the Inspector General will determine whether SART should be activated.
(g) Medical staff will ensure all facts and related information is documented completely and
accurately on the “Alleged Sexual Battery Protocol,” DC4-683M. The documents shall be
maintained in the inmate’s medical record. 
(h) If an inmate is taken out of an institution for any reason related to a PREA incident, it must
be ascertained what tests the victim received outside of the institution and copies of those
results will be placed in the inmate’s medical record. The medical records of the victim and
suspected perpetrator, as identified by the Office of the Inspector General, will be reviewed
and appropriate testing identified, in accordance with Health Services Bulletin 15.03.36. 
(i) Treatment as appropriate will be offered to the victim and alleged perpetrator based on
results of testing. Regardless of the results of any testing conducted, education, including
education on STD and HIV/AIDS symptoms and transmission, will be provided to the victim
and alleged perpetrator.

(10) INVESTIGATIVE FINDINGS – REPORT: 
(a) When an allegation is returned to management (RM) from the Office of the Inspector
General, the institution will be responsible for conducting a PREA administrative security
investigation utilizing a “PREA Investigative Report,” DC6-2079. Upon completion of this
investigation, the facility will also be responsible for notifying the inmate(s) regarding the
outcome of the investigation via an “Inmate Notification Administration Investigation Outcome,”
DC6-2080. Once completed, the DC6-2079 will be forwarded to the PREA Coordinator.
Procedure 602.053 16
(b) Unless the allegation is unfounded, following an inmate’s allegation that a staff member
has committed sexual abuse against her/him, the Warden or her/his designee shall inform the
inmate via an “Inmate Notification PREA Staff Allegation,” DC6-2081, whenever the staff
member is no longer: 
1. assigned to the facility; or 
2. employed with the Department. (11)CASE RECORDS: Case or investigation records,
including but not limited to, any criminal investigation, administrative investigation, medical
evaluations and treatments, recommendations of post-release treatment, and counseling
associated with allegations of sexual abuse or sexual battery shall be retained by the agency
for ten years after the date of the initial collection or for the incarceration period of the victim or
employment.

Procedure # 108.003; Title: Investigative Process
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PURPOSE: To establish the authority, and responsibilities of the Office of the Inspector
General’s (OIG) responsibility, function, and processing of administrative, criminal, equal
employment opportunity, contract, and whistle-blower investigations and to establish
responsibility for the preservation of evidence and notifications of report dispositions.

(1) RESPONSIBILITY: 
(a) The OIG shall be responsible for the investigation of civil, criminal, and administrative
matters relating to the Department and within the jurisdiction of the Department. 
(b) All investigations shall be conducted in accordance with all applicable constitutional,
statutory, code, rule, procedure, and other authority, including union or bargaining unit
requirements. Procedure 108.003 8 
(c) Unless otherwise directed by the CIG, the OIG shall conduct investigations made pursuant
to sections 112.3187 through 112.31895, F.S., also known as the “Whistle-blower’s Act.”
(h) Every employee of the OIG who conducts an investigation, audit, inquiry, contract review,
case management review, or compliance review shall conduct each investigation, audit,
inquiry, contract review, case management review, or compliance review and carry out all
duties free of perceived impairment to the independence of the Inspector General or the OIG.

(5) CRIMINAL INVESTIGATIONS - INSPECTOR SUPERVISOR RESPONSIBILITY: 
(a) The Inspector Supervisor shall notify the Chief of Investigations or her/his designee of any
special interest investigation. 
(b) Upon completion of a special interest investigation or any case specifically assigned by the
Inspector General or the Deputy Inspector General, the Inspector Supervisor shall forward the
investigation through the chain of command for review, approval, and signature.

(6) CRIMINAL INVESTIGATIONS - INSPECTOR RESPONSIBILITY:
(k) The Inspector shall collect and handle all evidence in a manner to ensure preservation and
presentation for forensic analysis.
(n) The Inspector shall ensure all evidence submissions are made in accordance with the
guidelines of the receiving laboratory or testing facility.

Comments:
The Office of Inspector General Investigator reported that it is uncommon for this facility to
have a sexual abuse allegation. Due to the numbers, investigations occur quickly, unless the
Investigator has a priority investigation. (The Investigator covers several facilities.)

All interviews indicated that the OIG would be contacted immediately upon an allegation, to
ensure that the allegation started quickly.

(c) Training/Education: All staff training on sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual
misconduct, and sexual harassment related to PREA standards shall be developed by the
Bureau of Staff Development and Training. All staff shall be thoroughly trained and informed
regarding the Department’s zero-tolerance policy on sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual
misconduct, and sexual harassment at least every two years. In addition to the general PREA
training, investigators, medical health care practitioners, and mental health care practitioners
who work regularly with inmates shall complete specialized training. The general PREA
training shall include:

5. the dynamics of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, and sexual
harassment in confinement settings; 
6. common reactions to sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, and sexual
harassment in confinement settings; 
7. how to detect and respond to signs of threatened and actual sexual abuse, sexual battery,
staff sexual misconduct, and sexual harassment; 
8. how to avoid inappropriate relationships with inmates and offenders; 
9. how to communicate effectively and professionally with inmates, including lesbian, gay,
bisexual, transgender, intersex, or gender nonconforming inmates; and 
10. how to comply with relevant laws related to mandatory reporting of sexual abuse to
outside authorities. 
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(d) Contractors and Volunteers: The institution shall ensure that all contractors and volunteers
who have contact with inmates are trained on their responsibilities under this and related
policies via the Staff Development and Training lesson plan “Prison Rape Elimination Act
Training for Interns, Volunteers, and Contractors Read and Sign”, NI1-127. This training shall
be administered to all contractors and volunteers every three years. In addition, the “PREA
Brochure for Interns, Volunteers, and Contractors,” NI1-125 will be distributed annually to all
contractors and volunteers.

(f) All staff, volunteers, and contractors will ensure that they foster an environment within their
facility that precludes sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, and sexual
harassment. This includes, but is not limited to: 
1. taking all reports concerning sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, and
sexual harassment seriously; 
2. initiating immediate reporting of alleged sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual
misconduct, and sexual harassment to the Office of the Inspector General; 
3. taking immediate steps to ensure preservation of possible crime scenes, including
appropriate evidence protection; 
4. taking all appropriate measures to ensure the safety of an inmate who may have been
sexually abused or battered or of an inmate who may have reported the sexual abuse or
sexual battery of another; 
5. promptly reporting any allegation involving retaliation against alleged victims or identified
reporters of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, or sexual harassment; and 
6. promptly reporting any knowledge, suspicion, or information regarding any staff neglect or
violation of responsibilities that may have contributed to an incident of sexual abuse, sexual
harassment, or retaliation.

(3) REPORTING: All incidents or allegations of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual
misconduct, and sexual harassment will be reported in accordance with: “Incident Reports -
Institutions,” Procedure 602.008; or “Incident Reports – Community Corrections,” Procedure
302.045, as appropriate; and “Reporting Incidents to the Inspector General and Management
Information Notification System,” Procedure 108.007; and “Emergency Action Center,”
Procedure 602.012.

(4) RESPONSE:
(a) Institution: Any employee, volunteer. or contractor who observes, has knowledge of, or
receives information, written or verbal (either firsthand or from a third party). regarding the
fear of, coercion into, or actual sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, or
sexual harassment will immediately notify the Shift Supervisor, the Chief of Security, the
Warden. or the Office of the Inspector General, who will then take immediate steps to evaluate
the inmate's concern/allegation.

The Department enforces a "zero tolerance" policy with regard to sexual abuse and sexual
harassment. This means that the agency will not knowingly permit the sexual abuse and/or
sexual harassment of or by any inmate, offender, or employee. 
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PREA Curriculum / Lesson Plan
Purpose: This training is intended to impart to all correctional staff that the Florida Department
of Corrections maintains a zero-tolerance standard for sexual abuse and sexual harassment
within institutional and community supervision environments. 

It also serves to instruct employees on the purpose and scope of the Prison Rape Elimination
Act of 2003 (PREA) with its focus to prevent, detect, and respond to all reported and
suspected cases of sexual abuse and misconduct. 

The primary goal of PREA is to prevent sexual abuse and sexual harassment within
institutional/confinement settings. The Department’s objective, however, is to also prevent
such abuses within the supervised offender population monitored by Community Corrections
staff.

The updated standards have three goals: To prevent, detect and respond to sexual abuse.

The South-Eastern Centre Against Sexual Assault (CASA) website lists the following as
feelings and emotions someone may experience after a sexual assault: • Powerlessness. •
Loss of control. • Emotional numbness. • Denial. • Loss of confidence. • Disturbed sleep. •
Flashbacks. • Hostility. • Anger. • Loss of sexual confidence. • Alienation/isolation. • Mood
changes. • Low self-esteem. • Depression. • Fear. • Anxiety. • Guilt/self-blame. •
Embarrassment. • Shame.

These feelings can become more intense within a confinement setting. First, the victim usually
cannot avoid the “scene of the crime,” particularly if she/she chooses not to report the incident
and is not subsequently transferred to another facility.

Secondly, fear and anxiety can be intensified by the proximity of the perpetrator, or other
potential perpetrators, and the possibility of future attacks. In addition, the fear of retaliation for
reporting the initial assault can also be present. After the incident, the fear of contracting a
sexually transmitted disease may become a focus of the victim.

Inmates and offenders who are victimized by staff members may see the situation as
particularly hopeless since the abuse originates from an authority figure who is supposed to
be respected and trusted while providing guidance to the inmate/offender. 

The victim may be fearful to report the abuse, thinking that she/he will not be believed or that
employee will not be disciplined. In addition, the victim may also believe that she/he will suffer
substantial consequences for reporting the employee (false disciplinary or violation reports,
retaliatory action, etc.) and therefore views the situation as impossible while continuing to
endure abuse.

Inmates are first assessed by Health Services and Classification staff for potential victimization
or for possible perpetration of abuse when undergoing assessment during the intake process
at the reception center. The findings of the assessment are used to determine appropriate
housing, security, and custody level. The assessment is to be completed again within 30 days
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if additional information is received.

There are several options for inmates and/or friends/family members/others to report incidents
of alleged sexual abuse or sexual harassment to any staff members, contractor, volunteer or
outside entity: 
• The TIPS line listed on numerous posters within each prison facility can be utilized to report
PREA allegations. (Internal for inmates: *8477 (star 8477), for the public: 1-866-246-4412 
• Outside of the FDC reports can be made to Gulf Coast Children’s Advocacy Center. Inmates
dial 8466 at any facility to report to this entity who will forward the information back to the
facility immediately. 
• Form DC6-236 – “Inmate Request,” which will be immediately referred to the Office of the
Inspector General for review/action. This form can also be marked � in response to the
sentence stating, “Check here if this is an informal grievance •.” 
• “Grievance Form” DC1-303 - Request for Administrative Remedy or Appeal. 
• Online electronic complaint form available on the agency’s public website at
http://www.dc.state.fl.us/apps/igcomplaint.asp for use by family, friends, interested parties. 
• Direct calls or written complaints to the agency will be referred to the Office of Inspector
General.

For inmate-involved incidents, the responding employee will notify the Shift Supervisor or
Chief of Security who will initiate “Incident Report” form DC6-210 along a with Management
Information Notification System (MINS) report utilizing a PREA identification number issued by
the Emergency Action Center (EAC).
a. In the case of alleged sexual battery or abuse by an inmate, the first security staff member
to respond to the report shall be required to separate the alleged victim and abuser. 
b. Preserve and protect any crime scene until appropriate steps can be taken to collect any
evidence. 
c. If the abuse occurred within a time period that still allows for the collection of physical
evidence, ensure that the alleged abuser does not take any actions that could destroy physical
evidence, including but not limited to, washing, brushing teeth, changing clothes, urinating,
defecating, drinking, or eating; and 
d. if the first responder is not a security staff member, request that the alleged victim not take
any action that could destroy physical evidence, and then notify security staff

Medical assistance shall be obtained for the inmate-victim, as well as referrals for post-trauma
counseling services. 

Administrative or Protective Confinement protocols for the inmate victim(s) and inmate-
suspect(s) will be implemented in accordance with 33-602.220, F.A.C., if applicable. 

The Office of the Inspector General will be notified.

If a supervised offender reports that a sexual abuse incident occurred at a contracted
residential treatment facility, the staff member receiving the report will notify the Circuit
Administrator who will then notify the Office of the Inspector General. The staff member will
also notify local law enforcement and the Program Manager, who will notify his/her supervisor
and the provider. 
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For an incident that was reported to have occurred at a facility outside the Department's
control, the incident will be referred to the law enforcement agency that has jurisdiction in the
area where the incident is alleged to have occurred. In this instance, it is not necessary to
obtain a PREA number. 

If the alleged incident is reported to have occurred while the offender was previously
incarcerated in a state-controlled prison facility, the staff member will make an incident report
and the allegation will be reported to the Office of the Inspector General. A PREA number will
be needed to tract the incident. In addition, the Warden or facility head where the allegation
was reported will be responsible for notifying the Warden or facility head of the facility where
the allegation occurred within 72 hours. 

Documentation of incident(s) will be prepared in accordance with Procedure 302.045 –
“Incident Reports - Community Corrections.”

Procedure 602.053, Section (5) Post Sexual Battery Guidelines 
All efforts to preserve the crime scene and any physical evidence obtained from the inmate-
victim or inmate-suspect will be made. The Sexual Assault Response Team (SART) will almost
always (except in Dade County) respond and will collect physical evidence along with the
Office of the Inspector General, if the response occurs within 72 hours.

Among the rights afforded inmates while incarcerated is the right to be free from sexual abuse
and sexual harassment from other inmates and from staff. Such actions violate state and/or
federal laws and can be civil and/or criminal in nature.

In addition to the rights of inmates/offenders to be free from all forms of sexual abuse, they
should also be free from retaliation for reporting sexual abuse and sexual harassment.
Likewise, staff members are also afforded the right to be free from retaliation for reporting
sexual abuse issues.

Inmate-on-Inmate Abuse Abusive Sexual Contact: 
Intentional touching, either directly or through clothing, of the genitalia, anus, groin, breast,
inner thigh, or buttocks of another person, excluding contact incidental to a physical
altercation. Non-Consensual Sex Acts are: 
• Contact between the penis and the vagina or the penis and the anus, including penetration,
however slight. 
• Contact between the mouth and the penis, vagina or anus. 
• Penetration of the anal or genital opening of another person, however slight, by a hand,
finger, object or other instrument.

Includes “repeated” verbal statements or comments of a sexual nature to an inmate by
another inmate such as: 
• Profane, obscene language or gestures. 
• Actions of a derogatory or offensive sexual nature. 
• Statements conveyed through normal conversation with sexual or inappropriate connotation.
• Coercive statements of a sexual nature. 
• Unwelcome sexual advances, and requests for sexual favors.
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Comments:
All employees are cross trained for male and female inmates. The training addresses both
males and females.

All employees receive training annually. They were able to quote the last time they attended
in-service and were able to share what was covered within the training. Documentation of
training was provided. 

The PREA Training Learning Objectives listed above is an abbreviated list from the document
provided to the auditor. In the Objectives each number is described in detail. 

The training curriculum is much more detailed than the policy sections addressed above. 

Recommendation:
In the PREA Training objectives, page 81; add the alleged perpetrator to the following: 
c. If the abuse occurred within a time period that still allows for the collection of physical
evidence, ensure that the alleged abuser does not take any actions that could destroy physical
evidence., including but not limited to, washing, brushing teeth, changing clothes, urinating,
defecating, drinking, or eating.
Other policies have included alleged perpetrator with the alleged victim.

Prison Rape Elimination Act Training for Interns, Volunteers, and Contractors Curriculum
Purpose: This training is intended to communicate that the Florida Department of Corrections
maintains a zerotolerance standard for sexual abuse, sexual assault, sexual battery, sexual
harassment, and staff sexual misconduct within institutional and community supervision
environments. It is directed to all interns, volunteers, and contracted staff who work in a
correctional institution, Community Corrections office, or any other facility owned, operated, or
under the control of the Florida Department of Corrections. 

It serves to instruct interns, volunteers, and contracted staff on the purpose and scope of the
Prison Rape Elimination Act of 2003 with its focus to prevent, detect, and respond to all
reported and suspected cases of sexual abuse and misconduct. 

What is the primary intent of the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA), to whom does PREA
apply, and what are the purposes? 

The Act supports the elimination, reduction and prevention of sexual assault and rape within
corrections systems. It does so by mandating national data collection efforts; providing funding
for program development and research; and creating a national commission to develop
standards and accountability measures. The Act provides for the analysis of the incidence and
effects of prison rape in federal, state, and local institutions in order to provide information,
resources, and recommendations designed to protect individuals from prison rape. 

The Act applies to all federal, state and local prisons, jails, police lockups, private facilities and
community settings such as residential facilities.

The purposes of this Act are to:

What are the three primary objectives of Procedure 602.053 - Prison Rape: Prevention,
Detection, and Response? 
1. To establish zero-tolerance standards for sexual assault/battery in institutions and
community corrections while protecting the rights of inmates and offenders, regardless of
gender, or sexual preference, through accountability of perpetrators and the punishment of
those institutional and community correctional officials who fail to detect, prevent, reduce and
punish sexual assault/battery/harassment crimes for incarcerated inmates and those
offenders under departmental jurisdiction. 
2. To establish and provide implementation of standards for the detection, prevention,
reduction and punishment of sexual assault/battery by increasing the availability of data,
information and training on the incidence of sexual assault/battery consequently improving the
management and administration of correctional facilities. 
3. To establish guidelines for proper and immediate reporting of such incidents as well as
providing appropriate safeguards for victims, the management of evidence, and actions to be
taken from reporting an allegation to substantiation of a sexual assault, sexual battery, and/or
sexual harassment.

What are the procedures for reporting incidents and/or allegations of prison rape? 

The department maintains a zero-tolerance philosophy regarding inmate sexual
battery/assaults. It is of primary importance that the prevention and the reporting of any
allegation or act of inmate sexual assault and/or staff sexual harassment and staff sexual
misconduct as outlined throughout the procedure be a priority of all agency staff, interns,
volunteers and contractors. 5 NI1-127 (Revised 7/31/18) 

All staff, inclusive of, wardens, circuit administrators, deputy circuit administrators, assistant
wardens, chiefs of security, shift supervisors and department/section managers, interns,
volunteers and contract employees will ensure that they foster an environment within their
facility(ies) that clearly precludes sexual battery. This includes, but may not be limited to:
1. taking all reports concerning sexual battery seriously; 
2. initiating immediate reporting of alleged sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct and staff
sexual harassment to the Office of the Inspector General; 
3. taking immediate steps to ensure preservation of possible crime scenes, inclusive of
evidence protection; 
4. taking all appropriate measures to ensure the safety of an inmate who may have been
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sexually battered or of an inmate who may have reported the sexual battery of another; 
5. promptly reporting any allegation involving retaliation against alleged victims or identified
reporters of sexual abuse, sexual battery, staff sexual misconduct, or sexual harassment; 
6. promptly reporting any knowledge, suspicion, or information regarding any staff neglect or
violation of responsibilities that may have contributed to an incident of sexual abuse, sexual
harassment, or retaliation. 
7. ensuring non-harassment and non-humiliation of alleged victims or informants of sexual
battery regardless of sexual preference or transgender status of the inmate(s). 
8. Classification and/or housing assignment staff and medical personnel will ensure that, within
twenty-four (24) hours of arrival a screening of each inmate is conducted (by an authorized
medical/mental health professional).

Any staff member who has reason to believe that an inmate demonstrates a sexually
assaultive behavior or poses a risk for sexual victimization, even though an incident may not
have occurred, will notify the shift supervisor.

The Prison Rape Elimination Act Training for Interns, Volunteers, and Contractors Curriculum
includes a signoff sheet for those who have completed the training. Training is appropriate
and staff sign an attendance roster.

Comments: 
The Inmate’s PREA Education Facilitators Guide is well written and contains more detail than
what is written above. 

Inmates stated that they received their information (handbook, brochure, verbal and video)
about PREA when they arrived at the facility. The large majority stated it was received within
20 – 30 minutes of arrival. A small minority stated that they received it within three (3) days. All
stated that there was PREA posters ‘all over’.

During the
investigator’s interview, he discussed the format for assignment to an investigation, training,
gathering of evidence to include interviews, witness interviews, physical evidence, videos and
other available formats. 

The investigator shared that if the case rose to the level of criminal, he would meet with the
prosecutor and if in agreement, the investigator will submit his probable cause via a case
summary. If the allegation is against a staff member, a warrant is then issued or if it against an
offender who is serving a long sentence – a hold would be placed. If the offender has a short
sentence, he would be taken to a local jail. 

When an investigation, administrative or criminal, is complete, his office will send a file to the
Warden and a letter to the inmate with their finding. If it is a sexual battery case, the offender
can read the summary and is given the opportunity to sign the form showing he reviewed the
summary.
